We have access to a 
number of sources to learn about these topics, such as the ARRL Handbook, the Antenna Book, 
and many non-ARRL sources of information. 
 
Another great source of information that I’ve come across recently is course material from 
Massachussetts Institute of Technology (MIT) and, get this, it’s absolutely free.  MIT Open 
Courseware, as they call it, is a collection of presentations, lecture notes, and other information 
taken directly from 1,900 undergraduate and graduate courses offered at MIT ranging from 
electrical and computer engineering to business.
